Parks

Andover, Bolton, Colchester, Glastonbury, Hebron, Manchester, Martborough, Portland
and Tolland. The one book program encourages all area residents to read the same book
and at the same time to create a regional wide book club.

PUBLIC WORKS

This week Public Works has cut trees on Reidy Hill Road and Hope Valley Road. We
continued with basin cleaning and paving on Jan Drive. We are also roadside mowing
various areas of the town and continue with work orders as they are called in. We have
been preparing Niles Road, Kinney Road, Reidy Hill Road, and Hope Valley Road
from Route 85 to Reidy Hill Road for chip sealing. Chip Sealing will take place on
Friday, August 3rd and continue Monday and Tuesday, August 6th and 7th
weather permitting. Residents should drive with caution in these work areas.
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ASSESSOR
After some VERY challenging months, I’m right on track (even a little ahead) with the

schedule T set since taking over last December, meeting the goals for reorganizing here in
the office.

Currently we’re processing the new building permits that had been issued after October 1,
2011 to go out and perform the necessary inspections, for the purpose of assessments,
during the months of September and October. Any value changes as a result of these
improvements will be reflected on the October 1, 2012 Grand List. For permits that
require an exterior inspection of the property, such as a deck, pool, or shed, we’ll be
going out to them and leaving a notice indicating that we were there. Any permit that
requires an interior inspection, we’ll be sending a notice to the property owner,
requesting to set up an appointment with us to do an inspection. I believe this system will
eliminate some unexpected knocks on the door and the possibility of nobody being home
and having to go back a second time. Thank you in advance for the cooperation of the
property owners and residents in the Town,

The Connecticut School IPM Waorking Group is presenting its third workshop, August 15“‘,
focusing on maintaining school landscapes. The workshop will provide training for school
landscape managers to improve their knowledge, skills and practices of maintaining ornamental
plantings on school grounds without the use of pesticides

This workshop is a walking tour of the grounds of a K-8 schocl where some of the challenges of
maintaining school landscapes without the use of pesticides will be observed and management
options discussed. Plants suitable for specific landscape locations, (habitats), will be identified

and their application in the landscape considered. Cultural practices to maintain healthy plants
that are more pest resistant will be reviewed and there will also be an overview of how to deal

with invasive species. ‘

A representative from the Department of Energy and Environmental Protection will clarify
some of the conditions of the faw that bans the use of pesticides with particular attention to
what constitutes an emergency exemption.

This is your opportunity to meet and examine with the experts from UConn, and the CT Parks
Association, President, and Director of Parks and Recreation for the Town of Hebron, Rich
Calarco who has been working to find ways to maintain school grounds without using
pesticides.

The workshop is sponsored by The University of Connecticut, College of Agriculture and Natural
Resources, Cooperative Extension and the Town of Hebron School District.
